My base of experience is very wide. I have been working as a farmhand, construction worker, mechanic, programmer and project manager, aside from having been chairperson for various associations, most of them at Chalmers University of Technology, Gothenburg, Sweden.
I went to upper secondary technical school for four years (Polhemsgymnasiet), majoring in electronics. I did my military service as a squadleader at S3 in Boden. At Chalmers I took the Automation programme with major interest in mechatronics. The largest project I ran at the university was the yearly student parade called Chalmers Cortège as chairperson. The project is payed work from january to may and involves about 500 students, 40 trucks and Gothenburg’s police force on the day of the parade, to cut it short.
I started off as a trainee at Husqvarna (Partner) in 2004. After a year my position had improved to project manager in the K960 project together with Elin Kajsajuntti, who has my greatest respect.
